
When you hear an evacuation message over the PA system or the fire alarm sounds, 
take the following steps:
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In case of evacuation

Stop processes that cannot be left unattended 
for safety reasons.

Make sure no one remains on the premises and close the
door as you leave. Don't lock the door.

Wait inside the 
building until the 
emergency coordinator or 
emergency services 
personnel tell you that you 
may leave.
